We dcclare the right of the people of Ireland to the ownership of Ireland, and to the unfettered
control of Irish destinics, to be sovereign and indefeasable. The long usurpation of that right by a
foreign people and government has not extinguished the right, nor can it ever be extinguished
€xcept by the destruction of the Irish people. In cvery gencration the Irish people have asserted
their right to national frecdom and sovereignty; six times during the past three hundred years they
have asserted it in arms. Standing on that fundamental right and again asserting it in arms in the
face of the world, we hereby proclaim the Irish Republic as a Sovercign Independent State, and
we pledge our lives and the lives of our comrades-in-arms to the causc of its freedom, of its welfare,
and of its exaltation among the nations.

The Irish Republic is entitled to, and hereby claims, the allegiance of every Irishman and Irish-
woman. The Republic guarantecs religious and civil liberty, equal rights and equal opportunitics to
